Monthly Meeting, 7:00PM

August 6th, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 7:07 PM. Board members Chip McElearney, Jim Muehlberg, Scott Walk, and Michael Wheelwright were present.  ARC Chair Sally Mank was present.  Also in attendance were Karen Davenport and Natalie Somer.  The June minutes were approved.

ARC Report:  Sally Mank reported that the Committee has recruited two new members in addition to Maggie Pearson.  Both Dell Erwin and Natalie Somer have joined the ARC.  Natalie is now the new contact person should anyone in the neighborhood need to borrow exterior stain color samples, including the newly approved Hardiplank ColorPlus alternative siding.  Marilyn Berard has resigned from the ARC; she and Don are moving to Arizona and will be missed.  They have given many years of service to the community and ARC.  The new Committee approved two applications: one for the felling of a volunteer tree crowding out other growth, and the other to install new storm doors.

Treasurer's Report:  All delinquent homeowner dues have been collected and Jim Muehlberg reported that a CD holding excess equity will mature in October.  The Board moved to reinvest $20,000 of the amount immediately and continue to invest the rest in another CD later in the fall if expenses remain low enough to allow this.  These reserve funds allow the HOA flexibility to meet unforeseen emergency expenditures and provide for pond and grounds work and neighborhood projects, events, and improvements.
Grounds Report:  Michael Wheelwright reported on a June 30th meeting where 21 dead and dying trees were identified for removal.  He is seeking quotes from contractors to perform the work and expects the cutting to be completed in October.  Common area mowing continues as planned, with drier conditions reducing the frequency of required mowing (thus saving money).

Social Chair Report:  no report.

Website Chair Report:  no new information to report.  Please visit the site at http://www.millcreeksouth.org for more potentially valuable information.

General:  The fire damaged neighborhood house again was discussed.  The homeowner, her attorney, and her insurance company are working on a plan to restore the property seen not as a total loss.  The MCSHOA attorney retained for this matter is working on expressing the neighborhoods desires and concerns, including obtaining assurances that any plans developed for reconstruction of the dwelling will be submitted to the Architectural Review Committee for review.

There will be a special community presentation on September 24th for a Neighborhood Watch program, presented by the Albemarle County Police.  Vaia Lambert is serving as our Neighborhood Watch Captain.  Two properties were vandalized several weeks ago and the local and State Police have been involved.  The front window of a home was struck with a small metal projectile and a nearby rear vehicle window was shattered.  

The Board decided to adjust future meetings during the school year to the 2nd Wednesday of the month, in keeping with our scheduling of the regular Annual Meeting in March.

The Board is seeking a seventh member.  The Vice President position is open and anyone interested should contact a Board Member.  It is one of only seven voting members on the board.  Please volunteer and help serve your community!
