Minutes of the Board 

Annual Meeting, 7:00PM

June 4th, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 7:09 PM. Board members Chip McElearney, John McMullen, Scott Walk, and Michael Wheelwright were present.  Also in attendance were Karen Davenport, John and Dell Erwin, John Hermsmeier, Maggie Pearson, and Vincent Mascia.  The May minutes were approved.

ARC Report:  Sally Mank submitted a report in absentia listing one new fence application pending approval.  The big news to report is that after many months of trying to raise awareness of the Committee’s need for additional members, Maggie Pearson has joined the ARC!  Others are still needed, so please consider serving on the ARC and contact Sally.
Treasurer's Report:  Delinquent homeowner dues continue to trickle in, but those still outstanding will be subject to collections and possible litigation as described in the Covenants.  These dues are an integral part of the home owners’ association budget and provide the community a means to maintain and improve Mill Creek South.  Thank you to all who make timely yearly payments.
Grounds Report:  Michael Wheelwright and John Hermsmeier gave updates to the work of the new Common Area Committee.  A matrix outlining possible maintenance focuses and related costs was presented and the Board voted to continue the current mowing pattern for this growing season and address any significant changes this fall to individual areas.  Changes to consider later in the year will be reduced mowing schedules, active planting, and partial to full naturalization of certain areas.  The varying common areas will potentially be handled differently depending on location, growing and planting concerns, and environmental issues.  The Committee will also be addressing several dead and dying trees which may pose threats to property and common areas.

Social Chair Report:  an ice cream social and formal playground dedication is scheduled for June 21st.

Website Chair Report:  the MCSHOA website is now hosting an online forum for homeowners to share information on neighborhood activities, grounds and maintenance thoughts and concerns, and other Mill Creek South items of interest. General:  damaged mailbox repairs continue.  Contact Scott Walk if you are interested.

The fire damaged neighborhood house was discussed and the County’s position is that it is unsafe and must be secured from entry.  The Board voted to contact our attorney to get input on how best to proceed, with the goal of having the house razed, since in its present condition it is quite detrimental to our property values, and fencing it or boarding it up will not help in that respect. 

There will be a special community presentation in September for a Neighborhood Watch program, presented by the Albemarle County Police.  Vaia Lambert is serving as our Neighborhood Watch Captain.

There will be no July Board meeting.  The next will be in August.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:12 PM.
