Minutes of the Board 

Monthly Meeting, 7:00PM

June 10th, 2009
Walk Residence
The meeting was called to order at 7:03 PM.  Board members Ronda McCauley, Chip McElearney, John McMullen, Jim Muehlberg, Michael Wheelwright and Scott Walk were present.  Also in attendance were Dell Erwin and Natalie Somer. 

Treasurer's Report:  The final seven homeowners who had not paid their 2009 dues were sent certified letters indicating they were delinquent on their dues.  All but one has responded with payment.  Jim Muehlberg rolled over a $20,000 CD that reached maturity, is planning to get estimates on sign replacement costs for the faded common area signs, and anticipates a bill of approximately $345 for new playground mulch. 
ARC Report:  Dell Erwin reported the new application is now on the website and that Maggie Pierson has rejoined the Committee.  The Committee continues work on developing help/informational guides on approved fence and shed design for homeowners.  Five new applications were received, including one for a rain barrel which sparked lots of lively discussion.  The ARC will be thinking of guidelines for rain barrels in future meetings to balance concerns of conservation and aesthetics.  The ARC is still seeking additional members, particularly any with architectural and builder experience.
Grounds Report:  Michael Wheelwright reported that during earlier dry spells the mowing schedules were reduced in half, but recent rain will likely cause more regular cutting to be needed.  The empty lot on Starcrest, now with high weeds, will have its roadside edges trimmed with Board approval, perhaps twice per year.  Cleanup and clearing around the pond’s dam was scheduled for 14th and the test wildflower and natural plant plots all continue to do well.
Social Chair Report:  Ronda McCauley is planning a neighborhood summer event for Sunday, August 16 in the common area playground.  Please see the information on the back.
Website Chair Report:  Digital versions of the Homeowner Packet (Bi-laws & Covenants), the new ARC Application, and our Association financial reports are all available now online for review.
General:  The Board received word that the contractor hired to work on the vacant fire damaged house at 447 Hidden Ridge is planning to rebuild the structure.  The expected timeline for complete renovation is approximately eight months from start to finish.
The mailbox repair team has done two more mailbox repairs and one replacement.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:11 PM.
Board Vacancy:  Chip McElearney is moving later this month.  The board thanks him for many years of service to our neighborhood.  His leaving created a vacancy on the board.  Please consider joining us, especially if you’re willing to serve as secretary.

· If you are selling your home and need a copy of the disclosure packet, contact Scott Walk.  The cost is $25, payable to MCS HOA.

· Please remember that the speed limit in the neighborhood is 25 MPH.  Many residents (including children and people with dogs) bike and walk on our streets, so please be cautious. 

· All changes to your home exterior, including but not limited to sheds, windows, painting, mailbox replacements, tree removal and retaining walls need to be pre-approved by the ARC.  Please contact Dell Erwin at 245-5891 for an application.

· The Board reminds homeowners that MCSHOA covenants prohibit all signs, including real estate, for sale, open house, political signs and any other notices in your yard or in windows.
· The Board reminds homeowners that MCSHOA covenants require our yards be maintained in a presentable appearance and with no storage of materials/household items visible from the roadways.
· Mailbox repair/replacement is available for $25/$100, respectively, payable to the MCSHOA.  Contact Scott Walk.  Primer and paint specifically for the mailboxes (Duron’s Shore Beige) is FREE to all homeowners looking for the do-it-yourself method.  Contact Dell Erwin at 245-5891 for paint and primer.
