Treasurer’s Report

· The HOA showed a net income of $7,044 for 2009 and has over $50,000 in the bank.

ARC Report
· There were 2 new applications since the last report and the ARC is working with the applicants to encourage compliance with our guidelines.
· Lot 7 at the entrance to the neighborhood is being built upon.  All tree removal, lot clearing, building specs and home design was approved by the ARC in the past.  All construction is conforming to ARC guidelines.

· The house on Hidden Ridge that was destroyed in a fire 2 years ago is nearing completion.

Grounds Report
· The Arrow Wood drainage/retention basin needs some cleaning and repair.  There may be a work party forming in the spring to address this.

· The culvert underneath Arrow Wood near the trail leading to the playground has been assessed by VDOT and needs restoration; their current plan is to reinforce the culvert with fiberglass and they have deemed the road safe in its current condition.

· The Board reminds homeowners that MCSHOA covenants prohibit all signs, including real estate, for sale, open house, political signs and any other notices in your yard or in windows.
· The Board reminds homeowners that MCSHOA covenants require our yards be maintained in a presentable appearance and with no storage of materials/household items visible from the roadways.
