Annual Meeting, 7:00PM

May 7th, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 7:07 PM. Board members Chip McElearney, Jim Muehlberg, David Robinson, Scott Walk, and Michael Wheelwright were present.  Also in attendance were Anh and Karine Nguyen-Tuong, Natalie Somer, and John Hermsmeier.  The April minutes were approved.

ARC Report:  Sally Mank submitted a report in absentia listing four new ARC application approvals.  One was for a home addition, two for fence construction, and another for removal of a diseased tree.  Three additional applications were not approved and returned to the homeowners for resubmission.  As mentioned last month, Sally is still looking for new members to join the ARC, to include a new Chair.  This is of vital importance to maintaining the character (and property values) of our neighborhood.  Please consider serving on the ARC and contact Sally.
Treasurer's Report:  Jim Muehlberg reported that more past-due homeowner fees have been received and presented the balance sheet of our accounts.  As of May 6th, the total assets held in investments, cash, and receivables totaled $39,102.63.
Grounds Report:  Michael Wheelwright, David Robinson and John Hermsmeier spoke about the work of the new Common Area Committee and the Committee’s several meetings in April.  Principals of erosion control, ecological considerations, aesthetics, and maintenance costs and efforts are being balanced with feedback from several homeowners and community goals.  John presented an example work done by similar groups in the “Guidelines for the Care and Use of Reston Association Natural Areas.”  Homeowners also provided feedback on the aesthetics and maintenance concerns throughout Mill Creek South.  The Common Area Committee provides a valuable opportunity for neighbors to express their opinions and concerns and actively seeks all involvement to help improve our community. Social Chair Report:  no report, but the May 10th community yard sale was proceeding according to plan.

Website Chair Report:  no report.

General:  damaged mailbox repairs continue with one replacement and one repair job.  Contact Scott Walk if you are interested in either option.

Fire damage to a neighborhood house was reported to be investigated by the County and the Fire Marshal.  

There may also be a possible presentation at an upcoming meeting for a Neighborhood Watch program, presented by the Albemarle County Police.
