November 12th, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 PM. Board members Chip McElearney, John McMullen, Jim Muehlberg, Allison Scholl, Michael Wheelwright and Scott Walk were present.  Also in attendance was Sally Mank.  The October minutes were approved.

ARC Report:  No report.  The ARC has had no applications since August but is continuing to work on new application standards.
Treasurer's Report:  HOA 2008 income narrowly exceeds expenses with a month and a half remaining for the year.  Common grounds maintenance consumes the bulk of our budget but winter weather will slow spending in this area for the rest of the year.
Grounds Report:  Efforts to reduce mowing some of the Common Areas by replacing grass with native plants and wildflowers are under way.  Michael Wheelwright is soliciting bids for fertilizing and planting and will report back his findings.  The dead and dying tree removal effort was completed in October and Michael Wheelwright will inquire again with VDOT on replacing or repairing the damaged guardrail on Stoney Creek Drive (this will not be at neighborhood expense).
Social Chair Report:  The Halloween Carnival was a success despite the rescheduling for rain.  Thanks to all who helped and attended!  

Website Chair Report:  No report.  Residents are reminded to visit the HOA website at http://www.millcreeksouth.org to see recent changes, including a new “our community” page.

General:  The Board again discussed actions to take on resolving the issues surrounding the vacant fire damaged house at 447 Hidden Ridge.  On a five to one vote, the Board decided to move ahead with filing suit against the homeowner, seeking an order requiring her to resolve the unacceptable condition of the property within a given time period and/or granting the Association the power to resolve the condition.  Many efforts over the last several months were made to resolve matters privately with the homeowner and all efforts to date have failed.  At this point, the Board feels it is important to take decisive action for the sake of MCS homeowners.
The mailbox repair team was at work again last month, repairing two and fully replacing another.  Costs to have this done are nominal. Contact Scott Walk for more information if you are interested.  Primer and paint specifically for the mailboxes (Duron’s Shore Beige) is FREE to all homeowners looking for the do it yourself method.

The Board is always seeking constructive comments, suggestions, and input on future community improvements.  If you have ideas, please contact any of the Board members or attend an upcoming meeting.

· If you are selling your home and need a copy of the disclosure packet, contact Scott Walk.  The cost is $25, payable to MCS HOA.

· Please remember that the speed limit in the neighborhood is 25 MPH.  Many residents (including children and people with dogs) bike and walk on our streets, so please be cautious. 

· All changes to your home exterior, including but not limited to sheds, windows, painting, mailbox replacements, tree removal and retaining walls need to be pre-approved by the ARC.  Please contact Sally Mank for application information or for mailbox paint and primer.

· The Board reminds homeowners that MCSHOA covenants prohibit all signs, including real estate, for sale, open house, political signs and any other notices in your yard or in windows.
· Mailbox repair/replacement is available for $25/$100, respectively, payable to the MCSHOA.  Contact Scott Walk.
